We shall immediately begin to assess the damage in rural areas and then 
carry out a wider evaluation of the most pressing needs and ways of 
meeting them, especially with regard to the production of food in the 
rural areas surrounding Port-au-Prince. We shall also prepare specific 
projects to contribute to the reconstruction of the agricultural sector and 
support efforts to secure funding for them, drawing on the experience we 
have acquired through successful initiatives such as Pro-Huerta, Oxfam-
Quebec-IICA and Kredifam. 

We shall work with the other international organizations and the 
Government to support the reconstruction of Haiti.  
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
